Dangerous drylands

T
here are vast arid deserts 
and dry grasslands in the 
heart of Asia, where

In the punishing Gobi

‘They’re so rarely seen that  
they were thought to be a 
myth,’ explains David. ‘With 
numbers in their 30s, the 
survival of the Gobi bear  
is on a knife’s edge.’

We also meet the Gobi’s 
most fearsome 
hunter, the tiny, 
long-eared jerboa, 
which can hear 
when a grasshopper 
makes the 
slightest twitch. 

‘No other animal 
has longer ears 
relative to its body length,’ 
says David of the bizarrely 
shaped creature. 

There are Asiatic lions in 

India’s 
Thar 
Desert that will 
do whatever it takes to find a 
meal, and Mongolian gazelles 
that risk life and limb to cross 
barbed-wire fences.

On the grasslands 
in Mongolia, Pallas’s 
cats have a special 
way of catching 
rodents and Takhi 
wild horses battle 
hungry wolves once 
darkness falls. 

‘Life in the heart of 
Asia demands extraordinary 
resilience,’ says David. ‘The 
animals that live here are 
among Asia’s great survivors.’

Only the toughest creatures can survive life in Asia’s deserts…

A pioneering experiment looks at the 
impact of smartphones on children...

M
any of us would say we 
can’t live without our 
smartphones, but with 

50% of nine year olds in the  
UK now owning one, do we 
need to dial it down?

Fronted by Emma and Matt 
Willis, who have three children, 
this two-part C4 documentary 
examines the effect of phones 
on children’s wellbeing. 

Emma and Matt visit The 
Stanway School in Essex to take 
part in a groundbreaking social 
experiment. A group of Year 8 
pupils have agreed to give  
up their devices for 21 days, 
allowing researchers to test 
their behaviour, cognitive 
abilities, attention and memory 
during the period, as well as 
sleep, anxiety, mood and 
loneliness. Will the digital 
detox have an effect?  

Talking points
‘We’re the parents of the 
demographic who are 
consumed by devices,’  
says The Voice UK host 
Emma, whose children are 
aged 15, 13 and eight.  
‘But if us grown-ups are 
addicted, how are kids 
meant to stand a chance? 

‘They’re communicating  
and socialising from their 
bedrooms through a device. 
While it might feel safe because 
they’re at home, they’ve got 
every stranger in the world in 
the palm of their hand.’

The documentary is part of a 
nationwide conversation about 
whether the Government should 
consider a ban on smartphones 
for children under 14 or 16. 

‘It’s a massive problem that’s 
going to shape the way our kids 
develop,’ says Matt. ‘But it’s 
going to take parents, schools, 
the Government and tech 
companies to come together, 
because it’s all of our jobs to 
protect our kids from things that 
might negatively impact them.’

owadays, Rudolph Walker is
