International condemnation rained
down on Russian President Vladimir
Putin_on Thursday as his brutal,
overwhelming invasion left a trail of
death and destruction across Ukraine
that global leaders had warned about
for weeks.

President Joe Biden condemned the

“Putin is the aggressor, Putin chose
this war, and now he and his country
will bear the consequences,” Biden said.

Biden said the sanctions will target
Russian banks, oligarchs, state-con-
trolled companies and high-tech sectors
while trying not to disrupt global energy
markets. Russian oil and natural gas
exports are vital for Europe.

‘The president said the economic mea-
sures would “limit Russia’s ability to do
business in dollars, euros, pounds and
yen to be part of the global economy.”

Biden acknowledged it would take
time for the penalties - including export

Ukrainians flee: ‘Our world is crumbling’

KYIV, Ukraine - “Now, the hell be-
gins,"thought Natalia Zabolotna as she
awoke Thursday to the sound of a blast
in Ukraine’s capital that carried up to
the 16th floor of her apartment build-
ing.

Zabolotna, an art curator who also
owns a real estate firm catering to
wealthy ~ Ukrainians, ~ immediately
thought of her children who were far
from the war zone. Her two teenage

children were safe in the U.S., studying
at private boarding schools.

After a monthslong buildup of its
forces on Ukraine's borders, Russia
launched a wide-ranging attack on its
neighbor in eastern Europe’s pre-dawn
hours, with missile strikes and explo-
sions reported near Ukraine’s main cit-
ies, including Kyiv.

Air raid sirens blared across Ukraine
for hours, and there are unconfirmed re-
ports of military and civilian casualties.

Zabolotna had been preparing for this
