At the Naval Ordnance Plant at Pocatello
worn big guns are relined and rifled for fur-
ther action against the foe.

In every war-crowded Tdabo city, Army
and Navy uniforms are a common signl, as

are ldaho's sons on every front in this global
war. Fresdom is something we know-—and
cherish.

We have no big munitions Tactories, though
our rushing mountain rivers are potential
ahiroes of tremendous power:; but our saw-
mills are roaring 24 hours a day corting from
the finest stand of white pine in the United
States lumber for shell cases, armament crates,
amd matches:

Not only i the white pite area, which
stretches north from the Salmon River toward
the Bitterroot Ranee, but in our more south-
erly forests of vellow pine (ponderosa), Doug-
Ias fr and larch, lodgepole pine, white amd
alpine fir, Engelmann spruce, hemlock, and
whitehark pine, tractors with caterpillar treads
und trucks with lugs are crashing among the
trees gl over the roads with logs to help
win the war.

Midway In the Idaho Panhandle fighting
minerals such as lead and zinc, cadmium and
antimony are being mobilized as never before.

A single mine ll:Iﬁ-:'.-Il."l.i azide pold ore for
one month amnd extracted encough tungsten to
toughen 75 million pounds of steel.  Because
tungsten from mines in Chine must now fiy
the deadly Himalayva hump to reach Allied
mills, the value of our domestic tungsten is
measarad not in gold but in biood.

Idaho mountains hold untuld reserves of
tungsten, nntimony, mercury, léad, zinc, cop-
per, angd silver as well as gold. In normal
times much of their amazing wealth is hardly
worth (he digging: but war discovers and
multiplies uses. and new processes reduce the
cost of production (page 673).

Pen felde of the rolling Palouse country
are providing food for armies and navies and
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into the Primitive Areas, bot resorts around
the horders will afford  accommodations to
visitors and provide outfits for pack-train ex-
cursions into the natural wonderlands,

In the Primitive Areas still lives one of the
largest aggregations of wild life in the United
States. Deer, wild goats, bears, mountain
sheep, eolk, moose, coogars, bobents, lvnx,
red amd  gray foxes, wolves, coyotes, wild
horses, besvers, mink, otters, -r-quirrelar. [HOTCH-
pines, m:u:i all manner of game fish from rain-
bow trout to sturgeon make the region a
paradise for naturndist and sportsman (Plates
VI and XV and page 675).

To lwers of mountain  forests, lakes,
streams, and waterfalls, the road that enters
Idaho over 7,078-foot Targhee Pass, ten miles
from the western gateway of Yellowstone XNa-
tinpal Park, is especially alluring.

It reveals a cross section of the eastermn and
sottheastern part of the State, first cutting
south for nemrly 50 miles through the dense
timber of Targhee National Forest and then
breaking out into the valley of Henrys Fork,
down which it goes southwest (o power- amd
wrigation-prosperous  ldaho Falls, our  third
citv. The road continues southwest toward
Pocatello and thence bends a little eastward
and south toward the Utah line (map, page
fadad ).

When Dr, Mavoard Owen Willinms, of the
NaTional GLEoGRAPHIC stafl, came out to jom
me lnst Aupust in a survey of ldaho, we began
our journeving at Upper Mesa Falls, south
of Henryz lLake. Willlams wanted n good
waterinll picture, and 1 koew that the 114-
foot cascade at Upper Mesa would please him
(pame 642).

“The Targhee Forest couniry is not so
rough and hazardous as the Salmon River
canyvon,” 1 told him, “but it's still wild."

Dr. Williams and T, with Shenon, Reed,
Flint, Fahrenwald, Hancock, Cunningham,
and Chard had run the Saimon, the “River of
o Retum,” in a scow biack m 1935 when the
National Geographic Society and the United
States {}enlﬂgl-:al Survey joined hands in an
expedition 1o ohtain scientific data,*

Nowadavs diversion of rivers for water
power and for lrrigation has robbed somie of
our once-spectacular Idaho falls of their glory
save during spring floods, hot Upper Mesa
remains alwavs a sparkling curtain of tur-
bulent water. The full flow of Henrvs Fork
plunges over its wide escarpment, Not far
below the upper falls the river takes another
drop in Lower Mesa Falls, this time only

visible from the lower,

While Williams climbed about Upper Mesa,
seveking a vantage point from which he could
capture the grindeur of sunlil water glittering
against the dark Torest, Ed Bryvan and T sat on
the warm tocks and took selfish sarisfaction
im the thought that ldaho still has mile-high
wilderness retreats unexploited and unspoiled,
where simple things can be enjoved. We
care little for sophisticated entértainment, buat
derive pleasure from the rogged beauty of
our State and cling to many of our frontier
CUSLoms,

Ashton’s Dog Derby

Even festivals in our cities feature sports
and frolics that were popular with our pioneer
grandiathers, Ashton, o thriving town only
n few miles from Upper Mesa, celebrates

Washington's Birthday and recalls early doys
by holding a dog derhy.

When thir. annual event was begun in 1917,
the race was from West Yellowstone to Ash-
ton, 64 miles; but because a blizzard well-nigh
buried the drivers and none reached the finish
until the day following the start, the distance
has been cut to three laps around an 815-
mile course,

In that first race one driver had a bolldog
in the lead, and the winner of second pluce
drove 2 team of farmyvard mongrels, a far cry
from the sleédege dogs that used to haul the
mail over snow-covered mountains. Of late
Irish setters have been favorifes with the
drivers,

Teton Basin, south of Ashton, is now an ir-
rigated garden spot prolific in peas, cauli-
flower, and berries. In the early davs of the
fur trade, more thin a century ago, it was the
Montreal of the Rockies, where beaver trap-
pers sold pelts, bought pew supplies, and
drank amd gambled,

Pierre's Hole, as it was then called, was a
rough-and-tumble rendezvous for adventurers
of the Wild West. However, as our party
wandered among the mild-eved dairy herds,
or feasted our eyves on the vast fields of vege-
tables, we zaw little to remind us that the
country was once untamed frontier,

5t, Anthony, too, savors more of seed peds
than of early ‘adventure. War-spurred seed

Out of the profits from the municipal power

roject Idaho Falls has built a large hotel, a
$200,000 city hall, a fine, artificially watered
gali course—all without a bond Bsue or in-
crease in taxes. Ewvery spin of the turbines
brings money into the coffers, and soon the
begutifal ::iu' will be debi-free. E'.msntua!l}'
it will alsn be free of taxes.

Pocatello, Railroad and College Town

Chr road, continuing southeast from ldaho
Falls through Shelley and Blackfoot and
across the Fort Hall Indinn  Reservation,
brounght us to Pocatello and the north hranch
of the Lincoln Highway, which in Idaho takes
roughly the course of the old Oregon Traidl.

Puradoxically, Tdaho's second city and prin-
cipell gateway to the Northwest (page 650)
memorialized an Indian chieftain whose pro-
pensity to wander from the paths of rectitude
waon him the name of Pocatello—"He does
not follow the road.” In 1862 this thieving
bandit massscred the members of an emi-

Nothing in the present plensant city of
Pocatello supgests such early tragedy., HBut
{or all its milion-dollar high school, super-
sized cheese factory, hill-backed football sta-
divm, and neat business center, Pocatello is
still n. child of the highway and the railway.
The streets are otiented to the dizgona! rail
and road line, rather than north and south.
At the rmiwu} vards, cur shops, and round-
bouse of the Uikt Pacific: Pecatello BArTE
about hilf a milhon dollarz a month.

But Pocatello also i5-a seat of learning and
ctlture. Here i3 located the Southern Branch
of the University of Tdaho. This fine institu-
tion with its beautiful campus offers to hun-
dreds of ldaho bovs and girls all the pdvan-
tages in higher education.

A permanent addition to Pocatello & the
new MNaval Ordnance Plant where guns up 1o
16 inches in diasmeter and 96 feet in length
arg relined. Each of the monsters Is lowered

While the gun-li is kept cool by force-
fed water, the outer shell i= heated by electric
resistance units.

Many miles to the northwest, In a desert

bare as a setting for a Foreign Legion motion
picture, the rejuvenated naval guns sre fired
to test their accuracy.,

Pocittelle also boasts of a substantial ol
refmery, o large gram mill and elevator, and

a tie-treating plant where most of the ties used

on the Uinion Pacific svstem are erensolerl.

A branch of the Lincoln Highway, coming
into  Pocatello from  the southeast, poasses
through miles upon miles of sheep and cattle
country. At present this region is so thinly
popatlated that an average family has two
square miles in which to graze its stock. Con-
ditions here, however, may change after the
War.

Underlving the waste of grazing land are
five billion tons of phosphate—enough foer-
tilizer to restore the fertility of worn-out farms
in a nution. Relatively little has been done
thus far to utilize this enormous reserve, for
Lelahis has been shut off from the world by difis-
cult mountains and high freight rates.  How-
ever, progress is beginning to be made,

Plans are already under way for the onm-
struction of n gigantic superphosphate plamt
in southern Idaho, and as the phosphate re-

serves of our southern States dwindle, bungry

solls of the Middle West and East will look
to Idaho for reliei.

Ninety wears ago  westward-bound  emi-
grants trooped through Sodn Springs, nest-
to-the-oldest  settlement in Idabho, sometimes
at the rate of a thousand a day. Melicinal
springs here were appreciated by the okl
timeers, who named one of them Beer Springs.
The hubbly, invigorating water still attracts
visitors ds it did in the early davs.

At Lova Hot Springs, midway between Soda
Springs and Pocatells, are available haths re-
tsirkable for their mineral content.

The State has built and maintains an ex-
cellent institution here.  The medicinal valoes
of these wnters compare favorably with those
of better-known springs.

Idahoans hope to make this town a widely
known spa for sufferers from infantile paral-
vsis, By moving about in the pools, bathers
can find exnctly the dexired de ef thera-
peatic heat. Even the Indinns made Lava Hot
Springs a neutral refuge where men of all
tribes could gather,

South of Lava Hor Springs our party visited
the Square Hat Ranch, where a 570,000 crop
of fat spring lambs roamed the hills, There
we feasted on leg of lamb and delicious sour-
dough bread made by a Basque shepherd.

pleasant communities are over forty vears old,
but thev offer most of life’s comiorts,

In each irrigation-born wn old-timers told
s they remembered when a certam bank site
was a shoepy ranch or a particularly rich tract
of land helonged 1w sapebrush and coyote.
Pelicans and cormorznts now ieed where, be-
fore irrigation, sun-loving lizards scurried
about the Mimidoka rocks.

First Elecirically Hented School

I 1914 the town of Hupert built the Arst
electrically beated high school in the Unites
States, (Girls in its domestic-science classes
formiedd o habit of cooking with elecincily.
For fifliy cenis a day a Tamily could beat i
five-room hiwse by licking a switch and lettine
the white cod of the Snake River do the work
of anthracite.

Nearly three-fourths of the widely scattered
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farms in Tdaho now have electricity; amd the
increased demand for has necessitnted
an advance in rates,  As a result, schoolhouse,
hiotel, and houmes have been Ohiliged to change
uver to coul furnnces.

Mear Rupert we visited a {riend of mine—
a hard-working, college-hred dirt Tarmer. His
home was g revelntion to ue of the prosperity
irrigation and ndustry can being to Tdahe
desert lamd (page 648). In his shingled
potato cellar stood motorcar and tractor, A
deep-freeze appuratus was reddy to preserve
produce stored until moarket time.

From the outside, only the hig picture win-

dow, looking out on o richly laden field of
seeid beans sel his house apart. Inside, Crien-
tal rugs gave color (o the step-down living
room,  The stinny deén had many of the latest
Boks nnd magnzines,
Little Margaret, taking Williams by the
hand, showed him her [ather’s plate-glas
shower, her mother's cheerful sewing room,
her own bomey bedroom, and the automatic
furnace, which can burn S-foot logs if need
be. Dhespite nll this Tuxury, however, the child
was aware of what gave her her blessings,

“"He careful not to step on the beans,” she
cautioned Willinms while he wis preparing to
take color pictures of her in the field.

It was along thizs portion of the 1,000
mile Snnke that the [ohn Jocob Astorians,
led by Hunt, racing for the fur trade of the
Naorthwest, abandoned their candes and plad-
ded. From lime {o time, since they traveled
along the high rim and suffered from thisst,
they sought a brail down the lava clifis to the
thirst-quenching. Tiver (pages 643, 6435),

Almost a century went by after their time
efvire water was hrought to the fields, Now
gentle Guernseys are pastured high above the
vitlley floor, and fields of potntoes, beans, and
gram stretch far and wide.

A Nutursl Wonder Harnessed to Power

Two hridges acmss Snake River Canyon
offer a topsy-turvy picture of verdant para-
disg at the foot of infernnl lava cliffs, one of
them, the Hansen Bridge, being one of the
continent’s highest steel suspension bridges,
345 feet.

The river near the city of Twin Falls once
fell over thres lovely waterfalls; Twin, Bridal
Veil, and Shoshone, the Intter “the Nisgara of
the West"— 435 feet higher than its namesake,

This natural wonder has been sacrificed to
the need for power. During muoch of the yvear
its water-scoured spillway is dry. But when
the spring floods come nnd searchlights Hood
the foaming crescent with 25,000,000 candle-
power, Shoshone Falls are as majestic as ever,
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Last October, Ired Burton Percioe, affecton-
ately called “Father of the Twin Falls Tract,”
died at the ripe age of 82.

The Times-News of Twin Falls sommed
up Perrine’s life work in these words:

“Hizs monument is a rolling carpet of Iush
vegetation, many hundreds of square miles in
extent—a verdant psnoply that covers the
E}f&!‘lfﬂ&h desert which was here when he ar-
rived.”

some of the yields in this part of Idaho must
break all records, A thousand bushels of sweet
Spanish onions, seven humdred bushels of
patatoes to the acre have been reported
Envugh carrots with their vitwmin A are grown
hete every vear to sirengthen for night-flying
the eves of all the airmen in the war.

The center of this mighty empire of the soil
is Twin Falls—the “Magic City."" Truly magic
it 5. It prew from the sagebrush and jack
rabhits and now iz a community of fat bank
accounts, beautifol homes, and lovely parks—
another illustration of what water, harnessed
by ibe ingepuity of man and fed to a hungry
desert sofl, can do.

Seeds for the MNation

In Tdaho most of the coltivated land is
devoted to hay, polatoes, sugar beets, beans,
peas, onions, fruit, and whent. The area
given over to the growing of vegetable seeds
iz small,

Yet on that tiny fraction of fertile land,
much of it volcanic ash won from the desert
within a single generation, Idaho grows more
than one-third of all the vegemhle seeds pro-
tduced in the United Statee

If a Victory gardener anvwhere in the coun-
try plants hyvbrid sweet com, the odds are 6
to 1 that ldaho grew the seed. 1§ he plants
turnips, the chances are 3 to 1, and if onions,
50-50. More than half of all the dwarl green
seet] beans in the United States in 1942 groew
on |ess than 28 square miles of ircigated land
in Idaho,

Dr. Williams worked several daye photo-
gruphing the production of corn, bean, lettuce,
cirrot, onion, and other seeds.  One day, in an

E’;‘Jth‘mnll'l.? fine field near Eden, be said to a
seed expert, "These beans look like the onds
I grew in my Chevy Chase, Marylind, Vie-
tory garden this year.''

“The chonees are yvour seads were grown in
this very ficll,” was the astonishing reply.

An Englishman or 2 Russinn mivht have
had the same experience, for under Lend-Lease
Idaho seeds are giving their increase in a
thousand foreign fields, thus helping to feed
fighting men and war workers from Astrakhan
o New Caledonia.
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Northwest of Twin Falls, the Snake is dis-
tended by subterranean streams which foum
forth from the lava edge like the milk from
the famous Guernsess on Thousand Springs
Farm, Singe this water. churned full of
oxyvuen, has p uniformly favorable tempera-
tire of 58 degrees the year around, the re-
rion i perfect for fish h:ttLhﬁrl-H ( page 678).

Federal and State hatcheries radse mil-
lione of Ongerlings for stocking the streams,
and one commercial ishery we visited riaises
trout in the same way that other farmers in
the =ame valley raise turkevs, or the State
Game Farm near Jerome raises phensants

In some of the pools of this commercial
cstablishment the water i= black with tinv
trout: in others the parent fish swim lazily
aboul, quite reconciled to letling man ook
after their numerons offspring.

A Ssounce trout, properly  browned, B oa
food for eplcures,  To make sure of getting
exuctly the right size for the pun, the hshery
men emply 4 seine-draught of fish into a hox
with # bottom of slate so spuced that a quar-
ter-pound trowt will slip through and a 5-
ounce troul will not.

Inm 1915, Arrow Rock wis the highest
dam in the world, and it still rivals Boulder
Bam in the sweep of its clean curve (page
6741, But Anderson Ranch Dam will exceed
Arrow Rock in storage capacity and height
ahove sea level.

Az we drove into Boise, we crngsed the in-
conspicuous New York Canal, which carries
7,000,000 tons of water n doy to the good
earth of Boise Valley.

The capital city, dominatéd by ils State-
house, was half hidden from our sight by
trees.  Originally they were cottonwoods, be-
loved by beavers, but thanks to Lafavette
Cartee and Chinese tree lovers, Boise i= now
Eamons for its arborenal variety.

Looking at giant specimens of fruit
and vegetables from irrigated wvalleyvs, the
“tenderfont” can hardly believe the evidence
of his eves,

But the greatest fun is the roden—a real
Wild West spectacle in which hard-working
ranch cowbovs ride unbroken broncos and
steers fresh from the ranges.

Potata Pulp for Plastics

At the College of Tdonho, in Caldwell, Pro-
fessor . H. Koblyver is making potato pulp
into plastice. The ldaho Farm Chemurgic
Council is sponsoring the research.  The time
may come when a potato farmer will endorse
his check with & potuto-plastic pen, grip a
potato-plastic steering wheel, ent his baked
potato from an attractively tinted and almost
unbreakable potato-plastic plate.

In 1943 Mexicans and Jamaicans were
brought to Tdaho to help harves “spuds.”
Local high-school Inds earned $10 a day in
the helds. Said one farmer, with a rueful
grin, “I'm thinking of giving my potato crap
away and then hiring mvself out to harvest
them.”

The college town of Caldwell has caltural
interests outside of farm science.

The Mullan Road now leads to one of the
rivhest mining regions on earth. Out of seem-
ing trifles a vast mining industry has come to
cantribute to our national strength.

Three  cents” worth of eold dust, panned
in the bottom of a dripping pan by Capt. E.

Pierce at Pierce city while the Civil War
wis beginning, started gald rushes to Orofino,
Pierce, Florence, Warren, and the Boise Basin,
From the wealth prospectors found there mil-
ions of dollirs went to sustain  Abrahom
Linenln's needy treasury.

A borrowed jackass wandered away in
search of grass. While looking for him, two
miners discovered the rich lead-silver lode
which made Bunker Hill almost ns big a name
m mining as in colonial historv.

A miner's wife, washing her husband's over-
alls, found sround the imside of the tub a
dark ring which turned out o be valuable ore.
From this imprompty experiment in flutation,
vast fortunes are now being made.

While Donald E. White of the U. 8, Geo-
logical Survey was éexamining the drill cures
that revealed one of America’s greatest-
known reserves of antimony, he detected the
presence of tungsten, which strengthens the
sinews of war,

At one fabulous three-yvear-old mine the out-
standing buildings are a school, a hospital,
and a recreation hall with movies, dance floor,
backethall courts, bowling allevs, and a sodn
bar.  No hard Hquor may be sold in this min-
ing camp, The mine officials fly in above
primevil forest, but an electrical transmission
line i& marching minewnrd across hill and
valley, answering the call for more power,

Idaho=s pold production is relstively not
high. Itz largest gold-producing mine is at
Atlanta,  Strangely enough, however, this
mine was dbandoned as belng completely
warked out by one of the largest mining con-
cerns in the world, An enterprising mining
engineer from Hoise bought the machinery as
wnk and got the mine with it. Then he went
in to this “worked-out” property and made
i produce almost as muoch gold as it had in
thie hands of itz former owners.

Modern mining profits come from extract-
ing: several valuable minerals from a sinele
ore, Chur fnend Dean Fahrenwald of the Uni-
versity of Idaho School of Mines, an out-
stumding ﬂEﬂe;!j an flotation processes, says:
“There is Iy any minerid that cannot
e Aoated or depressed by the skilled flotn-
tion technician. In practice, ns many as
four mineral products are being made from
& single pulp feed by sucéessive flotiation
treatments.”

The dark ring left by the miner’s overalls
hos become big business not only for the miner,
but alse for the moamufacturer of flotation
agents

When the placer miner quit the worked-out
claims of early davs, many a roystering town,
like Roosevelt, became a ghostly place of
echoes, visited only occasionally by patient
Chinege who earned a good lyving from pan-
ning oolor dirt cast aside by the white men.

Decades later great floating dredioes, hon-

ing a cubic yard of gravel for a nickel,
scooped in the pay dirt, extracted the gold
particles, and spewed out the rest. By mod-
ern dredging meéthods, Placerville s staging
a comeback, and today, nesr Headguarters,
a rock crusher is breaking up road material
from which three crops of gold hive been
hnrvested.

Touring for Birds with Microphone and
Color Cameras

and @ low, growling call. {luin'hi:.' I

turned and nearly slipped from my
precarious perch when my jaze fell upon the
crimson breast and jridescent green head of a
Coppery-tailed Trogon. It was less than ten
feet from my Incredulous eve (Plate TT).

The wonderfully beautiful bird was obvi-
ously disturbed by my ascent of the tree, and
for 1 moment my heart pounded as if 1 had
been caught red- handed at the secret door of
apimie ancient Aztec treasure,

For fifty vears ornithologists better ac-
quainted with Arizona and mure familinr than
| with the wavs of trogons had been hunting
unsuccessfully for the home of this exotic bird.
Now, perhaps, the discovery wias to be mine,

We had been told of these strange birds in
Madern Canyon, when we were in southern
Texas, by the Roger Petersons, who in turn
bad been shown them by Maj. Allan Brooks
while he was studyving and painting the hirds
of the Santa Rita Mountaing of southemn
Arizona earlier in the spring.

Indeed, the presence of this hit of tropical
sunshine, not far from a recently completed
rond up the mountaing, seemed o be so well
authenticated that we began to hope we might
capture itz voice with the sound camera.

Bui a5 for finding its nest—this was hevand
our fondest hope: and when our good friend,
[, Charles T. Vorhies, of the University of
Arizona, directed us to the spot where the
birds had heen heard calling and promised
to treat us to a good dinner if we found the
nest, we jokingly acouiesced.

Improbable as it all seemed, in less than
twelve hours we had =ucceeded n recording
the trogon’s curious song. o song which has a
strange resemblince to that of a bhen turkey
with & jew's-harp, and hére was 1 on the verge
of Anding its-nest.

Ten feet above was an old woodpecker's
hole, a little Irregular in outline from exposure
o wind and weather and claws of departed
carpinteras.  In such places other species of
Mexican and South American trogons had
been known to nest,

1 had climbed to several other promising
boles that morning without even o much as

3 FLUTTER of wings close behind me,

a squirre] scolding me.  Moreover, since even
in South America | had been unable to stilk
trogons closer than 30 vards without their tak-
ing wing, T felt sure that the cloge scrutiny
I wias now receiving portended that T was
either in the nest tree or very close 1o i,

“Watchiul Waiting™ 1s Rewarded

Not wishing to disturb the bird further, ]
descended the tree-and set up-an aobservation
biind on the ground. Within an hour the male
trogon returned and few directly to the hole
toward which 1 had heen climbing. For five
minutes be clung w the edge of it, like a wopd-
pecker, cocking his head very du]‘h{-rutclj-, nnil
Inoking down inside with seeming admirntion.

! ﬂumght the female was probably within,
but ten minutes later she appearcd from some-
where in the forest and, after pausing at the
entrance for an interminable moment, she
slipped in and remained for twenty minotes.
Perhaps she was laving an eqg; or wus she
feeding her voung by that curious and lengthy
process known ds regurgitation?

The next day, with the aid of a mirror and
a flushlight, we settled the great question, for
there, 14 inches down (rom the opening and
with no sign of nesting material, were two
shiny-white eges. The first suthentic nest of
the Coppery-talled Trogon in the United
States had been discovered.

When we found that the hirds were not
afraid of the grass-mat blind on the ground,
we raised it to i scaffiolding in the tree above
and soon wiere observing the birds on their
own level, about 20 feet from the nest open--
ing, Sometimes they perched on a near-by
branch within arm’s reach, The large eves
ind trusting behavior gave the birds a friendly
AppedaTance,

We could not remain in Arizona long enough
to record the hatching of the eggs and the
feeding of the voung, s0 we showed the nest
o Willimm Proctor, one of Dr. Vorhles' stn-
dents who lived not many miles distant, and
e kept it under observittion until the voung
leit. Dwuring this Lime it became the cynosure
for all resident and visiting ornithologisis,
while we, unfortunately, had to depart,

Touring {or birds with a microphone and
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color camerd s somewhat more complicated
than merely setting out to see how many kinds
of birds one can ohserve.

Before we returned to our “hase camp”
Cormell University, we had in less than a r.:mt
soen nearly 600 different kinds of birds, if we
include the various geographle races, and by
the end of the vear-a new record of 681 was
estahlished. However, we had recorded the
sotges or calls, and secured satisfactory color
films, of only slightly over one hundred dif-
ferent kinds.

It would be possible to study the check list
of North Ameriéan birds, wherein s given the
ihstribution of each species and subspecies,
and plan o trip in which ane might see, in one
season, at h:mi.t ft thousand of the varieties
listerl.

But not much time could be spent In any
one lopcality, and one would h.[u-'r 10 enlist the
lftH.j-rH:mtirm of many local observers to show
one the exact spols where many of the hirds
of limited disiribution are found.

Some of our North American Tirds, espe-
cinlly among the water-loving specles, are
found during the summer from cosst to coast
and from T.Ilr: Gulf of Mexico to Alaska, and
the individgals from California are so ﬂm]]ar
o those from Maine that no one has over been
able to tell them apart.  Such are the spotted
sanidpiper and the killdeer and Wilsm's snipe,

Cn the other hand, a wide-ranging land hird
like the song sparrow (Plate V) has been
broken up into 26 different geographic races,
and it would be almoat impossihle to find them
nll in one season,

Birds Migrate along Fixed Routes

It is interesting to contemplnte the present
distribution of North American birds when we
plan a vacation with them. Tt may be a new
idea to =ome who have not given it much
thought that cresfures so free-moving as hirds,
which travel thousands of miles on their migra-
tions, should so resirict their movements dur-
Ing the summer and so direct their travel
rotiles on migration that many common spe-
cies are entirely apbsent over larpe parts of
vur country. We look in vain for water
oweels nloog the streams of the Alleghenies:
we never see nutcrackers on the mountain-
tops nor magpies in the valleys of eastern
United States.

U the other hand, wood thrushes are never
heard singing in California, and the number
of warblers found there is smull {ndeed,

The reason doubtless lies in the Tact that
North Ametican birds have come {rom two
different sources nnd have not vet completed
their conguest of the entire country.

The owzels and the nutorackers ( Plate XV
and the magpies probably cume into North
America by way of Alnska, ond their closest
relitives stll live in similar habitaiz in Asia
and Euraope,

The warblers, on the other hand, mvaded
our country from the south, probably through
the West Indies, when there was more of o
laael bridge to South America than now exists.
Miuny specied have not vet found their way
west of the Great Plains and none hos extended
its range to the Old World.

Just why one species like the Kirtland's
warbler should restrict its summer activities
to a few counties in northern Michigan, while
another like the Yellow Warbler 1':1-"]ul.u- 1)
should occur, with slight variations, practically
all over the North American Continent is not
always clear, hut problems like this help to
rn&]-:t nm:rthuh_qx_:l.' the fascinating study that
it s

Bird touring with open eves and ligtening
ears drives home the subject of distribution,
The bird student realizes when be leaves the
range of one species and enters upon the range
of another even more clearly than he recog-
nizes the crossing of the Continental Divide
or the various State boundaries,

For a number of years the Corngll Labora-
tory of Ornithologe, through the sponsorship
of the Albert R. Ernm:l Foundation, has been
engaged in recording on film the songs and
calls of birds.®* This has made possible an
accurate study of the voice and hearing ahil-
ity of the various bird species, in addition to
providing a new appmach to the study of
hirds through phonograph records of their
songs, This method truins the eors in & way
comparable to that which previous methods of
bird study have provided for the eves,

The song period of each species is com-
paratively short, and the difficulties encoun-
lered in recording even some of the commonest
species are 5o numerous that it has taken yvears
to secure even a moderately complete collec-
!_im'- of the songs of birds of the eastern United
~lates,

Extinction Threatens a Prairie Chicken

COhar first objective on the western trip in the
pood old dayvs before gas rationing was to e
the Attwater's prairie chicken of southemn
Texas. Though it still eccupies a porction
of its previous range along the Gulf coastal
prairies, it threatens to follow its close relative,
the heath hen, into extinction,

Professors Tavlor and Dawvis, of the Agrni-
cultural and Mechanical College of Texas, who
have been directing a study of thisspecies; put
us in touch with Thomas Waddell, the Jocal
onme wirden at Eagle Lake, He seemed to
know the whereabouts of every chicken on the
prairie m that part of Texas and directed
s Lo severil “booming grounds.”  He warned
us, however, that there was little chance of
their becoming active unless it rmined.

That afternoon he showed us about a dogen
of the birds sharing a large pasture with swv-
eril hundred cattle, including a few awe-in-
spiring Brahman bulls that glowered mensc-
ingly at us,

The next morning we arrived at the boom-
ing ground long before davlight. The cattle
were still ‘asieep, and Ave or six male prairie
chickens were already there, though we heard

no calls from them. The placing of our blind
and microphone frightened them away, and
thoy did mot return thal morning.

A mile or more to the soathwest, bhowever,
we could faintly hear a lew “boom-Booms,”
as if there: might be some chickéens court-
ng in another pasture. Knowing the extent
of some Texus pastures. 1 thought it might be
a long hunt, bui an hour's exploration shovwed
us where the birds had been.

We platined, therefore, to et our blind and
microphone in the evening and to sléep there,
in r.nrrrﬂr nod to distorh the birds should they
come to the booming ground during the night.

The top of the truck was equipped with a
flat platform of such dimensions that we couli
use patt of it ns 2 base for a blind, or =o
that two of us could sieep very comifortabily
ant it with air mattresses and sleeping hags,
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Touring for Birds

With all things set, Charles Brand, son of
the sponsor of our expedition, whio served as
our sounl technician, decided to sleep in the
trick =0 that be would merely hove to turn a
switch from his unk if. following their usual
hahit, the chickens-should start calling dur-
ing the night.

My son David and T slept on top, under
the stars. Hut it so ned that the stars
lastied only antil 3 A, when, with little wam-
ing, it mined!

Hut it's an il wind that blows no good, for,
true 1o Waddell’s prophecy, the rain touched
off the chickens and, inside of an hour, the
“um-boom-boom™ of a8 male bird in action
was sounding across the dark pﬁu'ﬁe.

Soon & h.'.n]t'aﬂu;tﬁn ardent suitors  were
puffing out their air sacs and calling with
almost the fervor of esrly spring.

None of the chickens approached the blind
viry clogely, and their nl:.'rl'l.'i!:iﬂ ceased by
7:30, 5o that, although we got a pood record
of their voices, successiul color photography
wits out of the question.,

It was interesting to watch the mir sacs on
the sides of their necks swell out like small
aranges a5 they shook their heads and stamped
on the groumd preparatory to giving their
resonant calls, Curiously, these calls sounded
no lobder at 30 feet than at a distance of a
guarter of a8 mile,

Oceusiomally a bobwhite could be heard in
the distance, From time to time a wonder-
illy graceful Scissor-tailed Flycatcher (Plate
T1) howvered over the booming ground, and one
actually alighted on the blind.

Trees are scarce on the prairie, and one
small knall, with a doken paks and acacias and
one pine, was the gathering place for five pairs
of these beautiful birds, as well as innumerable
great-tailed : and Mourning Doves
{ Plate VI).

The Scissortails were chasing one another
around ane fmnirulnr ik, hovering above it,
opening and clisipg their long swallowtails,
and flashing the rosy lining of their rapidiy

vilirating wings against a deep-blue sky,
Courmship of the Grackles

It the lone pine the grackles were executing
their courtship, accompanied by such spunds
45 shatter an adult’s nerves but delight chil-
dren wien vou drow vour fingérs over a Loy
balloon amd let the air out at varving speeils:
frst, low squeals and then high squeals, fol-
lowed by a um_r.hling sound as ii lhe bird were
beating his wings on dry twigs.

All this accompanied a display of plumage
that was equally ridiculous, for the bird frst
threw his head back vn his shoulders and in-

flated himseli until he appeared twice his nor-
mitl size, hic feathers standing on end and his
enotmous tall speeading. o the bright son
the brilliant irfdescence of otherwise black
feathers shot out gleams of purple and green.
Next he threw his head forward and, as he
collapeedd, he rapidly fanned the air with his
wings, prodocing the crashing sound alrendy
mentioned.

We drove the truck up to the pine, et our
blind on top, and recorded the whole perform-
ance n color and sound,

That evening we accompanied Mr. Waddell
to Eagle Lake to watch the fulvous tree ducks
make their nightly excursion to the rce
felds. 1 had always thought of this tropical
species a5 rare in the United States, as indeed
it is in most places; bot here wius a concen-
tration that would give palpitatione to a
veterun duck hunter,

When we arrived at the lake, all was quict
except for the whistling of the cardinals from
the brushy borders and the occasional gut-
tural mutterings of a giant bullirog; but s
dusk fell. business hoomed.

Yellow-crowned night berons began to move
about: alsa egrets,. Then fock after flock
of the tree ducks rose up and circled over
the marshy lnke until the air was full. There
were thousands of them, all squealing in a very
unducklike manner “kill-deah, kill-deah™ as
they headed for the rice fields, which were now
flocded but showing green above the water,

We decided to accept Mr E. A. Mcllhenny's
invitation to visit his “]:In-d City,” on Avery
Izland, Louisiana. This iz one of the most
unusual and picturesque spots in the South
antd one that lends itself o conveniently to
color photography that it has become a mecca
for bird observers from all over the world.

Thousands of Spowy Egrets (Plate X1),
Lovisinng and little blue herons nest within
arm's reach of commodious ohservation blinds
built by Mr. Mellhenny., These the hirds
have accepted as part of their security in a
man-made and man-protected environment,

S0 speclacular are the herons that the aver-
mge observer forgets completely some of the
other Lirds that have even more interesting
habitz or more colorful plumages,

For instance, there was a tree full of anhin-
qis, or snuheh:rrjs at the opposite end of the
lake. They mtrlgm:d ue immensely, especially
when the youngsters began rummaging inside
ﬁ mother's throat for pollywogs and killi-

The little fellows, with their Tong, slender.
featherless necks, Jooked even more serpen-
tme than their parents and spoke convincingly
jor the evolution of birds from reptiles.
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And then there were DPurple Gallinufes,
deckad out in brilliant purple, green, =ky-
blue, red. and vellow—incredible color com-
binations and an exacting test for the Koda-
chrome film (Plate VII}.

Thirsty Birds of the Desert

If yvou wish to study the birds of the desert
at close range, you should offer them a drink,
or, beiter still, go where someone else has
been prm*iclEng l!'_leir much-needed W:ltﬂ' fur
some time prior (o vour visit, Drinking
for the cattle and hird baths lure thr: :ir:!rl:rl
birds from for and near.

At Tucson we enjoved the hospitality of o
Frumising voung ornithologist, Mr. Allan Phil-

. whi iz preparing a comprehensive work
on the birds of Arizonn. He put us in touch
with a most inte ¢ chap, an apiculturist,
who haz helped many ornithologists get ac-
quainted with Arzona birds. Mr. H. E.
Weisner seems= to divide his [riendship hwe-
tween the birds and the bees. More than a
dozen species were frequenting the shallow pan
of water which he refilled several times a day.

We set up our blind a few feet from this
watering ploce, and T amuserd If for sev-
eral hours studying hirdz 1 had not seen be-
fore except ot o distance through binoculars,

There were two families of Gambel's Quail
(Plate X} with voung about two weeks ald:
cafion and Abert's tthE‘Eq ash-thronted and
Arizona crested Mventchers: Palmet's thragh-
era:  phainopeplas;  pyrrhuloxias;  western
mockingbirds and Anzona cardinals: Bullock's
orioles: Mexican ground doves and white-
winged doves; Gila woodpeckers and ‘gilded
flicker=,

In addition to offering them water, Mr.
Weisner bakes a cake for them, using corn-
meal, suet, nnd honev. Even the woodpeckers
iwre keen about this bird biscuit, and a beauti-
ful pyrrhuloxia would take it from his hand.

There was one discourngement to nest hunt-
ing about Tucson, and that wae the heat. Ty
sand over which we tramped averaged about
150" Fahrenheit, although the air was not
much over 100°, Early in the moming, how-
ever, it was cool, and thén we added rapidly
to our collection of hird songs.

In the evening we visited the s of
giant cactus and recorded the calls of the
awls that utilized the higher nesting holes
dug by the woodpeckers.

From Tucson we journeved northward to the
Grand Canvon, Bryce and Zion Canvons, and
sothwest to Boulder Dam. The grandeur
of ‘these natural wonders ahsorbs one, and
even birds must wait. But a profound change
in bird life, as compared with that of southern
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Arizona, is evident. The canvons ore far-
ther horth and of much higher altitude, that
of the rim of Grand Canvon and Bryee Can-
yon being from 7,500 to 8000 feet.

Chur .'ﬂirtl fauna is so0 ianmmeh* associated
with differences in temperature that Dr, C.
Hart Merrinm, a former chief of the 17, S
Biological Survey amd member of the Eu&rr]:
of Trustees of the National Geographic So-
ciety for 54 years, 1888-1942, conceived an
F_'E'piﬂllﬂiluﬂt hased almaost entirely upon tem-
perature, for the many variations fn distrib-
tion of plants and animals in America, He
called it the “Life Zome Theory” and he [oe-
mulated the “Laws of Temperature Control.”™

Temperature Differences Affect Bird Life

According to this theory, each species has
certain basic requirements of temperature, or
“n physiological constant,” snd its northward
distribution or himitation s controlled by the
length of the growing season and its south-
ward distribution by the temperature of the
six hottest weeks of the summer, This corre-
sponds roughly to the period of reproduction.

Those species which cannot stand the heat
of summer when rearing their young either go
north or else find the same conditions on the
tops of the mountaing. On the other hand,
those which require a long season to raise their
voung and don't mind the heat populate the
southern areas.

Wherever we find a locality where the heat
of summer isnot extreme and vet the growing
season 15 long, as on our Pacific coasi, one
is likely to find a great intermingling of north-
ern and southern Torms

In the San Francisco Bay region, for ex-
ample, where the fops of summer reduce the
heat, one finds northern or mountain birds
almost at sea level. Chestnut-hacked chick-
adees, hermit thrushes, juncos, brown
ers, andl kinglets live almost side by side with
such hot- country birds as mockingbirds, Cali-
fornia Woodpeckers (Plate IV}, bush-tits,
Caliiornda quail, wren-tits;, and moad-runners.

Of course, some hirds and some plants ore
much more adaptable than others to ranges
of tempernture, and it 5 only those that have
definite limitations that make good “indica-
tors™ of life zones to the faunjﬂ‘ zoilogist or
to the touring ornithologist

Thus the rim of the Grand Canyon is in the
Trangition life zone, with such indicators as
Steller's  jnvs, Dblack-eared (pyvemy) rnut-
hatches, red-hacked juncos, Cassin’s purple
finches. and mouontain bluebirds,

The floor of the Canyvon, on the other hand_

It was summer when we left the San Joaguin
Valley below, but here it was spring with the
dogwood in bloom, white against the rted-
brown trumks of the sequoias. Hut, despite
the dite, June 13, it was scarcely spring, for
that night the clouds rolled in, it snowed, &nd
the next day the clouds hung so low that we
could see only halfway (o the tops of the trees.

The following morning it cleared at doyv-
break, and we recorded the cheery song of the
fox sparrow, the chirping of a pair of evening
erosbeaks, the twitter of the junco. the scold-
ing of a whiteheaded woodpecker, the wiry
song of the Calaveras warbler, and the con-
versational warbles of a Cassin's vireo.

It was then we heart] our first sierra grouse
tooting from the top of 4 red fir near one of
the ca nds and, in spite of the poise
of chopping wood and the tinny rattle of meal

tion, we secured a fair recording of its
low, rhvthmical hoots.

Then once more the clouds came and we
decided 0 move down to lower altitudes.

Bird Haunts of Berkeley

A =ojourn at Berkeley for six wecks, while
the writer was tesching at the University, gave
us epportunity for recording and photograph-
ing the birds of the campus and for week-end
excursions to favorite bird hounts.

Muonterey, with its nesting Western Gulls
(Plate XV), and black owvster-catchers oc-
cupied us first; and near here we were shown
a nest of the rare white-tafled Kite in the to
of a blue oak, with an unosual secand brood.

Another interesting week enel was spent at
Las Banos in the hot San Joaguin Vulley, with
its multitude of water birds. Flocks of white
pelicans, white-faced glossy ibis, black terns,
stilts, and avocets fascinnted us most.

One Saturday was spent in Muir Woods
with its giant redwoods and midget birds—
chestnut-backed chickadees, kinglets, brown
creepers and winter wrens, and nnother a1
Point Reves, where hotdes of murres, cor-
morants, and guillemots were nesting.

Near Stockton Jack Amold showed us a
colony of hlue grosbeaks ( Flate VI,

Near Mount Diabloe we located a nesting
tree i the Californin Woodpecker that was
convenient for study, This strikingly marked
hird lives in colonles wheréver the blue and
valley oaks occur in sufficient numbers to
supply its staple food of acorns. The Dirds
drill holes in the hark in which to hide these
treasures and give them constant protection
aginst marauding javs and squirrels,

Even more interesting than storing of prov-
ender, however, i& its communal way of liv-
ing. There were several nesting holes dug in
the tree where we set up our blind on top
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of the car (Plate TV, but we soon discovered
that in one there were young of differing aumes
and that they were being fed by two pairs of
parent hirds.

After considerable waiting I managed to get
several shots which showed three birds at the
nesting hole at one time, a5 well as a lot of
stored acorns abowve it.

Most  woodpeckers have n keen sense of
territorial rights and will not permit intrusion
near the nest by any other woodpecker.

Such a social srrangement as we found
among these woodpeckers, therefore, came
s something of o surprise to me,

The birds of the University campus, at
Berkeley, nre interesting and friendly bot not
very colorful, Brown towhees hop around the
grazs like robins, which, by the way, are
much less numerous than our eastern robins.
Spurred towhees whine from the shrubbery
and forget the frst two syllabies of the
“Drink your tea” somg that the familiar
vastern towhee gives (Plate VIII).

Ovir return from California by the northern
route was marked by several interesting stops,
although, since it was now August, the song
season was over. We did, however, secure
some calls of the mountain quuil and the
chukar partridge pear the home of Superin-
tendent Fisher, of Lava Beds National Monu-
ment, and of the nutcrackers (Plate XV1) at
Crater Lake, where they have become nearly
as tame as the ground sguirrels and have
learned to drink from the bhubbling {ountains,

O our way to Carson Pass, in the Sierras,
the lnst of July, we had acouired a baby Bur-
rowing Owl, which had ventured out of its
mother’s cvclone cellar, near Stockton, a little
too soon for its own safety and stood in the
mithdle of the highway defving traffic,

Spen, as we christened him, shortened from
his generic name of Spoofvto, became David's
special pet and care for the rest of the trip,
And now, as I write this in myv stody, he
watches my moving pencil with apparent fas-
cination, ready to pounce on it, should 1 lay it
diswn, a= if it were 3 slender lizard or o cricket.

When we let him fly about the study st
night, he becomes as sportive as a kitten, His
little courtesies, his ingquisitive gestures; his
intimidating postures when he discovers some-
thing strange, and his mock ferocity in pounc-
ing on an eraser keep us amused and bring
to mind the golden diyvs spent in touring for
birds (Plate V).*

Wooln i€ a tax system,
Ench Tibetan is required to furnish a desig-
nated number of saddle animals a stated num-
ber of davs a yvear to the Government service
at a fixed price.

The nomads do not like any tax, and the
farther out from centers of government the

We were accompanied from Kangting by a
guard of eight Chinese soldiers.

Six {o eight
wits the ususl number, Farther out, Tibetans
belonging to a volunteer guard were assigned
by the communmity through which we were
truveling, and the community next ahead
wias supposed to provide the reliel for them.

They would pull out for the return trips in
carly aftemoan, loaded with tea and salt,

Yaks are long-horned cattle which grow
woal, have a tail like a horse, anl & hog's
grunt instead of an orthodox cow bawl (pages
727 and 740). They make up in steadiness
what they lack in speed., compar edmﬂ: horses,
In soft, boggy country they can plod surely
through spots where horses and mules do not
like to venture,

After five davs, on June 3, we were loading
for m short shakedown stage to the foot of the
Cheto Pass.  Mr, U, U, Liang of the Sikung
Provincial Experiment Station and one of his
Tibetan horsemen had joined us.

Our trail soon left the valley foor and
pointed up the north side of o mountain, now
denuded of forest but owvergrown heavily
with low scrub, This mountain 75 yvears be-
fore had vielded the two-foot logs now in
the lamaseries around Kuangting.

1 could recall large floral pieces, but never
beiore had 1 seen o bouguet 2,000 fest high
andl a mile across, Upon rounding a tum
under a high, steep outcrop, the outlook be-
jore us was the entire face of the opposite
mountain densely covered with bloom.

We were now i a livestock aren.  Cattle,
yaks, horses, goits, sheep, and hogs grazed m
every open meadvw we passed. The cattle
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were stulll and undernourished. Matore ones
weighes] less than 450 pounds at this season,

Yearlings hwked like our poorest “skim
mitkers™ at home. Evervthing indicated that
the stories of spring starvation of livestock
are true. It is late Mayv or June before snows
cease and grass staris to grow.

The herses, around 12 hands high, are
rither r.'rmrﬂ&hmﬂed round-bodied, hog-
backed ponies. On level ground they proved
fast w . while an steep trails they moved
surelootedly along at a steady, distnnce-con-
suming plod with fow rests.

The shesp are short-tailed and conarse-
woiuled, Both sexes have long spiraled horns
which couse most people to confuse them with
the many common halr goats which make up
ot lenst o third of every Rock, This coarse
wool, budly mixed with hollow medollated fi-
bers, 15 too siiff and scratchy to make ﬁ'l'lll.‘bd
cloth, but Isa good tarpet wool,

The goats have little use except for milk
and for their hides when they die,

A Cousin of the American Bison

Yak, the characteristic animal of these
grazsiands, is used muoinly for transport. Tt
vields some milk, The huir is used for tent
manufacture and for making ropes, Thie
close cousin of the American hison iz a hardy,
coltd-resisting animal suited to winter travel
at high elevations and to summer travel
thromgh the wet meadowlands.

The long-nosed hogs, characterized by enor-
mous enrs, were essentinlly grazing animals.
Chinese experts told me these swing have in-
testings several feet longer than those of
Amencin swine.

Wild peas, buttercups, a small viclet, a
vellow snow poppy in sheltered spots, and
i single red peony were in bloom. Low
agilens showed lavender blooms. It was
apparent that in another month this place
woild be o wonderland for the livestock mn.

There are few lences. Low stone and brush
fences protect most of the pea and barley
Fﬁ!ﬂh&ﬂ in the lower elevations of the canyons,
wut grazing land and meadows are bounded
by fmaginary lines all rim oul on A survey
of metes and hounds. Small stone cairns mark
ownership and warn “stay off.”

All tvpes of livestock are controlled entirely
by herders. This is work for the 8 to 14-
vesr-old boys and the women of all ages.

We spént three davs visiting with nomads
and in looking over the Sikang Livestock Fx-
perimental Farm at Pamei,

[ enjoved our queﬂﬂunmg of one wealthy
nomad family, because it was so evident that
we were playving a gume of question and evade,

733

Nom Ka told me later that we could get no
facts becanse of the presence of officials and
the old-time “cowbov™ fear of taxes, That
soundeéd like edrly davs in western United
States, when it was most undiplomatic to ask
stockmen about the number of livestock they
wEre Tunning.

To o great extent, wealth is measured by
mumbers of animals: bank accounts are tn-
known. The wealthy will have a larger tent
and more dogs. 'I'Imir women will haye more
and higger silver ornaments. There will be
more- camp {ollowers, a resident Tama, better
guns, and, for good luck, the inevitable idiot.

No attempt i made to and store sup-
plementary livestock feed for the time when
temperatures drop to 14 degrees Fahrenheir
or less, and sharp winds sweep down from
the Gobi. Some straw is fed to the weak
animals, with grain, plus straw, going 1o one
or two saddle horses, Al others must fornge
for themselves, Yet this Is an area where
temperatires do not go so low ad in western
United States,

Forage-growing conditions look more prom-
ising than in many well-established livestock
aréas in our Wesl. Prospecis are fnvorahle
for growing meadow bay on many of the more
level lants by diverting the ereeks for ireiga-
tion. With pmﬂtuhlﬂ markets these people
can produce large quoantities of surplus ani-
mal products so badly needed in Chinn,

In this Pamei area the hills were coverad
with many kinds of wild legumes: alfalfa, wild
peds, trefoils, and o tvpe of wild vewch, A
plant-production man could well afford to
gather seed in this area,

Found—a Promising Ploant

The Tibetuns pointed out one legume in
particular as being especinlly well liked by
livestock. 1t grew 18 to 24 inches high when
on soft grasslands.

We dug ane out.  Aboveground it appeared
much like the annval trefoil found in western
United States, but had a spreading uneler-
ground root system—a perennial with 41 sul-
crowns, The suberowns were spremd acruss
110 centimeters of ground surface.

Here were all the charncteristics of a
ture legume one hopes to find. Arrange.
ments were mide for cooperation in an es-
;.’rmng: of sceds between Ching and the United

tates.

Traveling north from Pamei through the
Taining reglon amd Kuochin to Taofu, we
went through a series of broad, open valleyvs
Hanked by round-topped hills, Grasslincs
are high up on these hills. Spruce, juniper,
anil rhododendrons grow in the draws below.
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As we rode down off the 13.000- 10 14,000-
oot grisslandy to the valley floor at Taofu
(9,600 feet), we dropped rmather uabrupthv
through slpine forests of spruce and then fir.
At the last, oak took over 1h|:.- hillsitles, ns
the general Elﬂpﬂ of the country eased off to
hit the main valley where Taolu is Incated.

In the oak belt we again marveled at the
shrubberv and low trees: spiraeas, gooseberry,
wild cherry, wild crabapple, currant, mose,
pink lilac, hawthorn, apricot, and peach.

Rhododendrons were bursting into  blaom
under the conifers on the side hills where
oW persists in winter.

Winter is the dry season whien travelers
and new settlers aften burn off the countryside
for heat, to create nsh for Tertiliger or to clenr
land for farming. South slopes exposed to
the sunshine and wind become dryv. The fire
destrovs the conifer-rhododendron. combina;
tion.  North slopes remain stow-covered anid
are mire modst,  Here Nature protects the
conifers until man’s sx moves in.

(Cultivated land lies along creck beds and
in bottoms, It yiells seven to cight times
the seéd sown, but cin be used almost in-
definitely. Erosion is not much of a problem
and Chinese methidd can be pued.

Himmesteading is possible in this aren. A
man can take op all the land he can seed and
use it for thrée vears tax-free.

One is siruck by the forethought and conr-
age Generalissimo Chinng Kad-shek 15 show-
ing in his orders to cease burning forests
Forestry and lnnd conservation comprise n
major part of the pr v for development,

Taokn is n Chinese town squatted down
aginst the wall of o large lamoserv in the
villey of the Taofu River [page 728). All
around are Tibetnns—some farmers and many
nomadic or semimomadic “tent people,” ns they
ciull themselves., This iz the town of second
sige on the road from Kangting o Kanise.
Two bundred families live in the town, while
3,700 lamas live in the Limasery,

Making Meney im the Wash Tub

Town officials made us comiortable at the
Catholic Mission compound. We tried to get
a woman 1o wash our clothes while in Taofu,
but the magistrate could find no Tibetan
women who knew how to wash white clothes!
At lnst we found ane who would toy at 54 per
piece, counting a pair of socks as two pieces
| made money with my own hands in the
wash tub that afternoon,

Here we turperd due wesl across o series
of high passes to the Yalung River at Chantui.
The next five davs took os over the most re-
mote part of our entire journey. At Taoin
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we leit the established trode route for o Tirtle-
used track through o nomad-inhabited moun.
tain-meadow and high-ridge country. Few
il any white men had traveled here bofore.

O the slopes rising from the valley, vege-
tation was profuse. For the a omist there
were prosteste alfalias, & rue sweet clover,
spreading  rooled trefoillike  plants,  strangs
astragali, a promising vetch, two different
needle grasses, and a sod-Torming wheat grass.

For the botanist there was a low red trum-
pet flower one sees all over the country, o
Hower that demands attention as you ppss.
There were also eolumbing without spurs,
astilbes. of blue and brown, violets, ranun-
culi, primroses, pink peonies, tree peonies all
podded out, spiracas, a bell-shapes] clematis,
andl roses—whites, blues, pinks, and reds in
Hotouns #rrav.

A Scene Reminiscent of Montana

After lunech on o hillside ovérlooking o
mixed tmber and open-grass Montana moun-
tain =cene, we climbed on up W cross the
Nuge Pass, elevation 15400 feet.  Timber
15 in the draws bere, mainly speuce, oak, and
birch., Grass is on the slopes on the south
and west, extending up and over the top.

As we left the timber going up, we again
saw huge thickets of lnrge and small chododen-
dron, all in best disploy, and for the first
time what appesired to be a daphne n doom.
Daphne siayved with us to the summit and
down the opposite side. My plants at home
are going to experience a new site or two, for
Lhey thrive in the rough in this high country.

Cnce down the mountain on o meadow be
side a stream that <hould have fish in it, tents
were put up ahead of 4 thundershower, We
were late in selecting onr camp because of
lack of nomad tents or settlements. We
already bad some evidence that our guards
did not wear guns only for decoration.

Woola men and guards stirred restlessly
all night ns they attempted to rest while
dodging the rain and a changing smoke drift
from o wet fire.  The men awakened us early
as they began talking to and about the saddlé
stock. Our horses that Jooked good vester-
diy were not taking any prives today, They
were wet, humped up, cranky, and hungq.-

Our escort told us that attaming the next
pass would unfold magnificent sights, The
morming approach was  through  mountain
meadows and grassland parks in a country
almost untouched by the ax. We saw more
livestock than on any day before. We were
in & suminer graging area where snow must
pile deep in winter, according to Nature's snow
gauge of moss on the tree trunks,
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At midday we were visiting o nomad camp
at 14500 feet, starting point of the réal
climb {or the top, Two Tibetan women came
furtively upcreek to look me over. Nerv-
ously they stood still for one picture to be
taken, then ran away. These girls had never
before seen a village, & comera, or a white man.

Up the éreek a woman and naked child
appenred. The woman gathered vak mianure
from the bed ground of the might before,
hundling it with her bare hands to pile it up
amgl dry it for fire.

Now came the San Jung Pass, at 16,400
feel, Our aneroid would go to 5,000 meters,
and this hill stretched its capacity to the
utmmost. Grass extended all the way to the
top, broken, of course, by more rock patches
than heretofore. The last 300 feet of the
trail = a 4-ipat-wide rock chute which was
difficult for the animals with the wide packs,
especially when done on extra-empty stomachs,

As our first men broke over the top, they
saw 4 band of blue sheep. After a pause
to enjoy the sight, we dropped down through
scrub rhododendron and prostrate juniper to
the San Jung Lamasery for the night—ealeva-
tiom 12,100 feet,

THe Guociarsn: Arouses Wonder

We tamped in the center of the compound,
What a group of poor, dirty, ragged, inguisi-
tive, pathetically beggarish bovs were here!
They were voung, 11 to 17 yedrs old mainly.
They = at me.

At last 1 distructed attention by produocing
three copies of the Natmoxar (GEoararhic,
Photographs serve as an international lan-
guage, even if print is unfamiliar. The head
teacher of these voung lamas tubed his hands
and looked at the page through them. Hach
if the bovs tried it, and some used this means
of looking as long ns they hnd the magazines
(pages 732 and 741).

This night we went o sleep to the zlow,
low chant of the lomns all around us, There
rose the low burrup of the hom and the hol-
low drum rolls,

Game was plentiful. Ma ck’i  (horse
chicken), or Tibetan eared pheasants, were
everywhere, and 1 mapaged to get a close
shot at o male musk deer. Good luck and
a short range added about 30 pounds of
ment to our larder. This small Asiatic deer
has no horms or antlers. Tis only means of
protection is a pair of 4 to 6-inch caninelike
tusks, The males have svent glands which
are deied and sold to perfumers of the out-
sitle world to be used as a base for expensive
prer{umes.

Three days were spent in this kind of coun-
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try, during which we crossed two more passes,
L Kuooat 16,000 (eet, and Gali, 16,300 feet.
Then we came out at Chantul on the Yalung
River.

Gift Goods Make Up for Lack of Cash

This is little traveled, National cur-
rency 15 not acceptable. The Tibetan rupee,
metallic money, Fs the medium of exchange.
Oficial rate of exchange in Chantul was $10
national currency to one rupee, but  we
couldn't find a money-changer. Luckily we
had a good supply of gift goods, and $30
worth of needles, garlic, red varn, and snuofi
ook the place of £90 in cash.

At Chantul one of the largest cantilever
hridges in West China crosses the Valung
River, It is the only span across this wild
upper tributary of the Yangtze in more than
200 miles.

Chantiui is & Chinese garrisan center mainky
for protection of this bridge. Ruinz of forts
ure on the ridge above the town, and ruins
of the old garrison house stand near the pres-
ent three-storied center of Chinese nuthurity,

Surrounding hillsides, steep and scrub-coy-
ered, were grazed by underfed dwarl caftle,
sheep, and goats, which were brought into
town nightly.

We staved here just long enough to procure
new caravan animals and a change of guards,
leaving for downriver the next afternoon.

The following day we left the canyon amd
headed west, We climbed 1,640 feet the first
hour and by 11 o'clock were in grasslands and
crags at an elevation of 16300 feet, We
dropped down to a nomad camp at noon for
fresh milk, a fire, and hot water.

Cur special group of 20 local horsemen
continually studied the horizon. Trouble was
brewing, and apparently we were a part of it
or perhaps the cause of it, Shortly after
}IEHJI] we reached the crest of the pass (16 400

eel ),

Descending, we entered a large valley of
timber and grosslands in which barley and
peas were growing in brush-enclosed fields
along the bottom lands. Wuhon Lampsery
was in this valley. Tt was a small lamasery
turned over to us for the night,

The head man greeted us. Al was in arder,
servants-and fuel available. The main temple
had been swept clean for cur beds.

Our campiire was built under the porch roaf,
in front of the big temple door. While my bed
was being zet up, a lama bumed incense of
green juniper boughs before the grim-faced 13-
foot idol with a beltiul of human hesds,

Although the Tibetan, because of religious
beliefs, is averse (o taking the life of animals,
some sheep, goats, and cattle are slauphtered
by the less dewvout.
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At Lihwa beel drying is practiced to sup-
plv & local demand and some demand at Kang-
ting and as far north as Kantse.

Around 3,000 head per vear are slaughtered.
The meat s dried in very large chunks. It
hangs: from ceilings, where the drving effect
of high elevation draws out all excess maois-
tre, Dust, smoke, and flies cont the qur=ide.

Traveling an Ancient Tea Highway

After three dayvs of crossing high prass-
covered] tidges and the adjacent timbered

canyon heads, we began to drop rapldly to
Yakiang, 9400 feet., on the Yolung River,
arriving across the river from town at night-
fall {page 729).

We had started down from the lost grass:
lands in early afternoon from 14,500 feet.
The route was along the highway between
China and true Tibet, over which tea cara-
vans have been passing for centuries.

One day we met many strings of pack vaks
and pien-nu, all laden with tea. By poon
had counted 250 head,

Massive cottonwoods lined the trail, Occa-
sionnl gardens of comn, potatoes, and squash
looked good 1o us after so many davs of travel
in o frosty country. We saw parrols and
monkeys;

Terrific rainstorms upsiteam had trans-
formed the Yalung into a beiling torrent of
mucldy water carrying the chaotic debriz of
fAoods.  The modern suspension bridge had
been destroved a few vears ago during Com-
munist Army favs, and a ferry was carrving
all traffic. A night crossing was impossible.

We remained on the west side of the river,
crossing over the {ollowing morning to Ya-
kiang. Monsoon rains, alternating with
splashes of hot sunshine, made us very un-
comiortable after the cold of the past four
weeks' travel,

It took o day here 10 arrange transporia-
tion; then we started up again over high
gru==ed passes to complete our circle of travel
near the Cheto highlands just above Kangting.
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T'rail comditions were difficult. Woola ani-
mals were oo heavily loaded 1o make maxi-
mum speed in mud and over Aowing streams.
Woola men were wet and dispirited, and
sought excuses to stop or turn back,

The End of the Troil

On July 5 we completed the circle and
arrived at Kangting after 33 days on the
tradl, We were welcamed at the south gate by
Acting Governor C. W, Chang. Beiore we
had time to bathe and shave, other officials
came to pay their r

Heavy rains had fallen since our departure
on June 3. The highway to Yaan was flooded
and washed out in many places.  Automobile
travel was impossible; the truck which hod
brought ts had been unable to returm,  Ar-
rangements had been made for ug to be taken
out to Yaan by sedan chair. This would re-
cuire five days’ travel in place of the two days
planned, so our stay in Kangting was short.

Government officers d a ten the fol-
lowing day, attended by all the official family,
where T was asked to discuss what 1 had seen.

[ told them that the isl; we had
oot compared favorably in basic resources
with those in the Rocky Mountains of the
nited States.

The peoblems that the American stockman
had had to face and solve were surprisingly
similir to those observed heére: need for an
economic stimulus, then provision of supple
mentnl winter feed, followed by control of
tlisense and improvement in blood lines,

Althourh their grasslands were ecologically
good, they were not fully utilized. The area
wolid not more animals; so increased
production must come from greater efficiency
per animal, Current high death losses could
be decreased.

The low rates of reproduction could be
raised just @s soon as it was profitable to
incur the expens=e of dommg so0. Better man-
agement should scon be profitable, with the
great market of China now becoming available
because of modern transportation.

I told them that, potentially, this was not
a very valuable dairyving area because of the
short “green grass” zeason and because of
difficult transport in the interior,

Their livestock would be a suitable base
for improved strains of  imported breeding
animals, but they wre now inefficient con-
verters of grass inlo the primury needs of
humans, In short, here was a resource to
develop, but it would require a balanced pro-
gram of providing improvement of markets,
modern transportation, adult as well as youth
pducation, and ample winter feed for livestock.

The Buillding of Stoenchenge

Two thoussind vears before Christ caime the
Neolithic peoples: By some means not vet
known, atthorities believe they transported
acreas Iand, from Mynyvdd Prescelly (in Welsh
mynydd means “mountain') on the skirts of
Pembrokeshive, the great blue mimalithe of
which Stonchenge is built.

Other monuments thev have left on these
seagirt shores,  One stinuds on the edge of o
field leading down to the sea between St
Dhavid's and Fishgunrd.

The gigantic table stone = supported on
the tips of three others whose feet are em-
bedded i the ved Pembroke earth. 1t bhas
stood there, sav the scientists, lor dbout 4,000
vears, The midsummer sun, pouring on it,
wiarme the stone,

High above, aut of the blue, comes the faint
drope of a plane, the sun smiting silver from
it fuselage.
