‘PopMaster’ began on my daily show on Radio 2 back in 1996 when I was looking for a couple of new features to include in order to freshen up the morning programme. Along with my producer at the time, Colin Martin, and question setter Phil Swern, we went out for a mighty fine lunch and, after several hours, came up with the idea of ‘PopMaster’.

Once it was launched, we thought it would probably run for 13 weeks or so but, to everyone’s amazement, it gradually became one of the high spots of the show. Over the years the audience has grown and grown, culminating into what has now become the most listened to half hour every weekday morning on the entire Radio 2 network.

The quiz took to the road for the first time in 2013, raising money for BBC Children in Need, for which we have done subsequent events. We followed that up with other live and corporate events and hopefully we’ll run many more in the future; we’re also planning a nationwide quiz in selected pubs around the country, so keep an eye out for one near you.

In 2014, the first PopMaster book was published, which managed to find its way into the bestsellers so another was commissioned for the following year, and I’m pleased to note that also found similar success. However, there hasn’t been a new book since then so I was delighted when we were able to approach Penguin Random House with a view to bringing out a brand spanking new edition with a completely fresh look and a more user-friendly layout.

I really hope you enjoy playing along with the questions set here by our regular question setters, Neil Myners and Phil (The Collector) Swern and hope you score well as you turn the pages of this very fine new-look PopMaster book. If you haven’t already, please join me every weekday morning at 10.30 on Radio 2 and, who knows, maybe you’ll be one of our lucky contestants!

Hopefully you’ve survived and enjoyed the 50 sets of questions in the previous section. So now we move on to the Top 40 – 40 sets of questions split into 4 categories.

To begin, in quizzes 1–10, we’ll be going through the decades from the 1950s to the 2010s, with double ‘A’ sides (which means two sets of questions!) for the 1970s, 1980s and 1990s.

After this, in quizzes 11–20, there’s a whole group of questions on UK No. 1 singles – you’ll need to find both the chart act and the song title to answer the clues.

Things then get mixed up a bit in quizzes 21–30 with ‘Trio of Words’. One of the three names/words in the title will feature in the question or answer – or maybe both.

Finally, the Top 40 is rounded off with your chance to earn extra points – some classic albums from across the decades. There are ten clues each to ten albums, and you’ll need to be honest with your own point scoring. If you can guess both the artist and album from the first clue (and very good luck with that!), award yourself 10 points. For each extra clue you need, deduct 1 point. So, if you need all ten clues, then your score is just 1.

Are the questions beginning to get a little taxing? Well then, try these three groups of questions for size.

To start, there’s ‘Superstars’ (quizzes 1–10) – questions on ten multi-million-selling chart acts from over the decades.

Then there’s ‘Alternate Title’ (quizzes 11–20) – the titles of ten hit singles provide the themes for each set of questions. (A little bit of editorial licence might have been taken with one or two questions or answers!)

Finally, ‘Who Am I’ (quizzes 21–30). This might seem a little easy as you work through the clues – but if you want to score highly, take your time thinking about each clue. Try and guess who the chart star is from a set of ten clues. These start cryptic, lateral or just plain obscure, but end with something ‘smack-in-the-face’ obvious. With each extra clue you need, you lose a point. As with the ‘Classic Albums’ in the previous section, if you guess correctly after just one clue, you score 10 points; after two, you score 9 points, etc. If it takes all ten clues, then you’ll just score 1 point (and you might like to consider a little bit of chart revision before moving on to the Top 20!).
