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Meet one of the scariest mobs in all of
Minecraft - The Warden! Due to living in the
Deep Dark, Wardens are completely blind and
rely on their other senses to scout out nearby
foes. Thankfully, this can make them easier to
avoid than other hostile mobs as you can just
sneak your way through the cave. But if they do
manage to catch you with their powerful sonic
boom, you’re in trouble!

Wardens aren’t like any other mob in the game
and have their own unique spawning system
that’s triggered by the player. So, if a Warden
breaks out of the ground next to you, it was
probably your fault! Don’t worry though, if you
do end up in a Warden war, you can distract
them and send them in the wrong direction

by throwing snowballs in one direction, then
sneaking off the other way!

Rivers are a super-common biome that come in two
distinct types: standard and Frozen. You might find a
River acting as a border between two different biomes,
with different terrain on either side. Usually, following
a River will lead you to the Ocean, but sometimes
Rivers actually just loop around on themselves!

Sometimes, Rivers will generate high in the mountains
but due to the elevation, they won’t have any water in
them! This creates empty valleys that run in between
two mountain peaks. So, if you find yourself in a flat
valley between two hills, you might be standing on an
empty riverbed!

Frozen Rivers generate just like their standard Rivers, but
they appear in snow-covered biomes. Due to the chilly
temperatures, the top layer of water is entirely frozen
and covered with a layer of ice. The icy environment
stops seagrass from growing along the riverbed and
while sugar cane can still grow here, it often uproots
itself when the water freezes!
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Mangrove Swamps generate
in warmer climates and are
filled with mangrove trees
instead of the standard
Swamp’s traditional oak trees.
